PAC NEW SOCCER TEAM ACCEPTANCE CRITERIA

Purpose

The purpose of the PAC New Soccer Team Acceptance Criteria is to establish a standard set of guidelines to aid the PAC Sports Board in reviewing requests from outside soccer teams wishing to gain admittance into the PAC Soccer Program.  This document will outline the guiding principles and minimum criteria necessary for requesting teams to meet in order to be considered for admittance.  If the need arises, the PAC By-Laws shall act as the overriding final document.

Acceptance Strategy

The PAC Sports Board will review requests submitted by potential teams.  Upon review of these requests, the PAC Sports Board will decide whether to accept or reject the request.  In order to arrive at final acceptance, the PAC Sports Director will present a new team(s) for admittance into the PAC Soccer Program to the governing PAC Board of Directors.  Only with the approval of the governing PAC Board of Directors can a new team be admitted into PAC.

Requirements

The following table outlines and describes the minimum criteria each team must meet in order to gain acceptance.

	The purpose of the questionnaire is to provide the PAC Sports Board with information required prior to meeting.

	2. The team requesting admittance into the PAC soccer program, must meet in person with the PAC Sports Board.
	Purpose of the meeting is for the requesting team to state their reasons for wanting to become part of PAC.

	3. Provide current financial status of team
	This is provided during initial meeting.   

	4. Provide an historical overview of team history
	Overview of your team’s history (leagues, record, championships, etc…)

	5. Participate on the PAC Sports Board
	Each team must have a team member (coach, trainer or player) on the PAC Sports Board

	6. Adhere to the PAC Code of Conduct
	PAC By-Laws

	7. Adhere to PAC Soccer By-laws (see page 4)
	Each team must adhere to PAC Soccer By-laws as established by PAC Sports Board.

	8. Conform to Club Uniform Standards
	Within one year of acceptance or when ordering new uniforms (which ever comes first), team must adhere to the Standard look & feel.  This includes color and style.

	9. After Approval a $200 deposit must be made into the Club’s Bank account
	This money will be used towards your team’s expenses.  (Expenses could include field usage or fines imposed by youth leagues or the club itself.)


Notification

Upon review and final approval, the PAC Sports Board shall inform the requesting team.  Notification can be written, electronic or verbal on whether acceptance has been granted.
